This course is designed for university
students taking Sanskrit as a minor or subsidiary subject, or in
preparation for research. It can be completed in a year by a
student giving a third of his or her time to Sanskrit. No previous
experience of formal language learning is presupposed, and the
course can be followed with or without a teacher. The aim of the
course is to develop reading ability, together with a knowledge
of the main feature of phonology, morphology and syntax.
There are sixty-five lessons, published in 3volumes, which
introduce the difficulties of the language gradually, and provide
practice in them as they are introduced. Each lesson contains

correct sentences by following the examples given, a passage for
reading, and written exercises. At first, the reading passages use
very limited vocabulary and grammar, but they gradually
become more complex as more gammatical categories and

From lesson 11 onwards they are based
on stories found in Sanskrit literature, usually the Paficatantra
and related texts.
